What You Need

Sheet of paper, something to write with,
scissors

What You Do

Write down the following statements on a
sheet of paper. Ask your child to help too!
(Or you could print this page instead.)

= King Saul had a son named
Jonathan.

=» Jonathan’s best friend, David, was
chosen by God to be the nextking.

= Jonathan gave David his belt, robe,
sword, and bow as a gift.

= King Saul was very jealous of David
and planned to attack him.

» Jonathan warned David that his
father planned to attack him.
Jonathan shot arrows into the field
where David was hiding.

= David understood his friend’s
message and knew he had to leave—
or else he’d be hurt by King Saul.

= David and Jonathan said goodbye to
one another.

Cut each statement into a strip of paper.
Mix them up.

Prompt your child to put the story in order.
When you're finished, talk through David
and Jonathan’s story. Ask, “What was your
favorite part? Why?”

Talk about the Bible Story

Why was King Saul jealous of David? (Because
David was super-popular and had won a lot of
battles.)

How was Jonathan a good friend to David?
(He honored David by giving him royal gifts;
he created a plan to tell David that his father
wanted to hurt him; he saved David’s life)

Share about a time when someone showed
you that you were important to them. How did it
make you feel?

Can you think of a time when you showed a
friend that they were important to you? What
did you do?

How do you show your close friends that you
love them? How is that different from showing
love to friends who are good friends, but not
your best friends?

Say, “Jonathan helped David because they were
friends. And real friends love one another.”

Prayer

Use this prayer as a guide, either after talking
about the Bible story or sometime before bed
tonight:

“God, thank You for being our Friend forever.
Thank You for loving us no matter what. Help
us to be a friend like Jonathan. Help us to be
loyal, honest, and good to the people You have
put in our lives. We love You. In Jesus’ name we
pray. Amen.”

Day 2

Read 1 Samuel 20:1-21

In 1 Samuel 20, we find the story of a
friendship between two men: David and
Jonathan. In the first part of the chapter,
the two friends make a plan for saving
David’s life, as Jonathan’s father, the
king, wants to kill David.

Read 1 Samuel 20:1-21 out loud, and
pretend you are on a stage, delivering
the lines with passion. Imagine how the
friends must have felt, being scared for
David’s life, not trusting Saul, and also
fearing for their future friendship.

As you read, pay special attention to
thewordsand actions of Jonathan. Talk
abouta BFF (best friend forever) worth
having!

Day 3

Jonathan and David made a agree-
ment of friendship before God. This
means they made a promise to God
that they would always be kind and
loving to each other and to their
families.

Today, make your own covenant of
friendship before God. But instead of
making it with a specific friend, pray a
prayer of promise thatyouwill beagood
friend to everyone. Here’s an example,
but feel free to change itup and use your
ownwords, justbe sureand pray specifi-
cally for afriend or two.

“Dear God, thank You for the example
of Jonathan and David s friendship that
teaches us so much aboutwhatitmeans
to be a good friend. They show us that
friends love one another, and I want to
be that kind of loving friend too. Today,
Ipromisetolovemyfriends. Please help
me put others first and always look out
Jor my friends’ best interest. Today, I
especially want to pray for my friends
(list one or more of your close friends)
. Please help
me know how to best show them I love
and care for them as friends do. In Jesus’
Name, I pray, amen.”

Day 4

Take a few minutes today to talk to that
person about friendship.

Look back to day three. Which
friends did you pray for? Choose one
or two of them to honor today:

Now use as many of the answers you
wrote above to make a Friendship Am-
bush that will show your friend how
much you love them. For example, you
could send them a text with a GIF from
one of their favorite movies, and make
a plan to meet up for their favorite ac-
tivity. Or you could make their favorite
treat and show up on their doorstep
with it as a surprise. Make a playlist of
their favorite music and have a dance
party over video chat. The possibilities
are endless—there are so many ways to
show your friend how important they are
toyou!
